Dave will have a PowerPoint presentation on his pioneering methods and flies as they relate to nymphing and
midging. He will do a fly tying demo on his original flies and specific tying techniques and histories behind the flies.
There will be a demo on how to rig an entire fly line system with only 2 knots along with the Zap-a-Gap knotless
connection. The program will wrap up with a program on tail water
tactics for trout.

Dave will have books and drawings for sale and autographing.

Dave Whitlockis a native Oklahoman who, thirty-nine years ago resigned his position as
a research chemist and pooled his talents in painting, illustrating, writing, photography,
fly-fishing and lecturing to embark on a new career as a full time professional in the arts
of fly-fishing. All his works, especially his art, reflect the realism of nature and related fly
fishing subjects through the eyes of the sportsman. His diversity has always taken him
into new and creative directions including, in recent years, trout stream design and
NBad2NFGA2Y S gbeditiful DMRVEOY GAyon Bethdaldkatiehmple.

Dave regularly contributes his fly-fishing art, photography and writing to many

publications such as FLYFISHERMAN MAGAZINE, FLY FISHING & TYING JOURNAL, TROUT MAGAZINE, IN-FISHERMAN and FIELD AND STREAM.
He has written and illustrated four books: DAVE WHITLOCK'S GUIDE TO AQUATIC TROUT FOODS, the L.L. BEAN FLYFISHING HANDBOOK, the
L.L. BEAN BASS FLY FISHING HANDBOOK and IMITATING AND FISHING NATURAL FISH FOODS for Lefty's Little Library.

One of Dave's most notable contributions to wild trout management and preservation is the Whitlock-Vibert Box System -- a unique and
efficient, in-stream salmonoid egg incubator and nursery devise. Dave's experience and his devoted and objective outlook on the whole
spectrum of fly-fishing has earned him consulting assignments from top companies such as 3\M Scientific Anglers Company, Bass Pro, Sage
Rods and Simms Fly Fishing Gear. Dave is in demand as a lecturer on fly-fishing and conservation throughout the world. Dave also conducts fly-
fishing courses yearly throughout the U.S. and abroad.

Dave is a recipient of many awards including the Max Ander's Wild Trout Award in 1976 for his work on propagation of wild trout and the FFF's
Conservation Man of the Year Award in 1981. Dave also received the Buz Buzeck Flytyer's Award which is the highest honor in the fly tying
world. It recognized his innovativeness in new fly tying patterns and his national fly tying activities.

In 1987 Dave was inducted into the National Fresh Water Fishing Hall of Fame and was presented the FFF James E. Henshall Award for his work
in warm water fishing and conservation. He also received FFF's Ambassador Award for national and international promotion of flyfishing and
conservation. In 1996 Dave was inducted into the Arkansas Game& Fish Hall of Fame and the next year was given the Lifetime Contribution
Award from the National American Fly Tackle Trade Association.
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Dave and his wife Emily, after living near the White River in Arkansas and conducting their flyfishing school there for several years, have just
recently moved back to Oklahoma, in the Ozark Mountains near Tahlequah. There they continue to teach privately and pursue their writing, art
and stream work projects.

Dave Whitlock is a man totally devoted to the world of flyfishing and conservation both professionally and personally.

Emilyhas been an avid outdoors woman most of her life. Born in Arkansas and raised in Colorado until she was 12, when her family returned to
the South, she learned to fish when she was seven years old and began her lifelong love of the outdoors. She has degrees in botany and biology
and is a conservationist in the true sense, willing to work for preservation of the natural world. Honored as Woman of the Year by the
Federation of Fly Fishers Southern Council, she has also received conservation awards from the Sierra Club and Wildlife Federation.

Emily is an accomplished fly fishing instructor. She and Dave, as a team, taught fly fishing at their school in Arkansas for 10 years. They now live
in the northeast Oklahoma Ozark Mountains and continue to teach there at their home and studio, and around the country. She's passionate
about getting more women into fly fishing because she feels it's such a perfect sport for women, and so also teaches women's casting at events
throughout the year. She's an excellent lecturer whose programs include fly fishing travels to New Zealand and other great fly fishing
destinations; getting started right in fly fishing; natural and imitation fish foods; and streamside wildflowers. As a photographer, her work has
appeared in several national publications and on the cover of Fly Fisherman Magazine. Emily is also Dave's partner in all of his writing, art and
video projects.

Emily and Dave combined their talents in 1991 and have lectured, instructed and fished together around the U.S. and abroad. A unique fly
fishing team, they are devoted to the world of fly fishing and conservation, both professionally and personally.

Fly of the Month
by Earl Schenberg

Red Fox Squirrdllymph

Origin

Dave Whitlock created this pattern called the red fox squirrel nymph in the
late 1960's. It is an awesome pattern for both cold and warm water species.
Dave calls this fly his favorite and for good reason. It is an absolutely excellent
fish getter. The pattern can represent an October Caddis, a Mayfly Nymph, a
Caddis Emerger or even a Stonefly Nymph. A size 8 or 10 bead head with legs
is an excellent pattern on the Eleven Point River in Missouri. The squirrel belly
and back fur gives this fly a reddish brown appearance. Air Bubbles and light
on the fly makes for a halo appearance. This fly deserves space in your
crowded fly box in a range of sizes. Don't leave home without it.

Materials

Hook: 2x or 3x long nymph, size 4 to 16. Mustad 9671 or 9672; Tiemco 5262 or 5263; Daiichi 1710 or 1720

Thread: Brown or black 8/0 Uni-thread and 3/0 Monocord or 6/0 Flymaster

Body: Red fox squirrel hair mixed with an equal amount of comparably-colored Antron dubbing

Tail: Red squirrel guard hair

Thorax: Red fox squirrel hair mixed with an equal amount of dark gray Antron dubbing or similar

Weight: Underbody: Fine lead free wire.

Legs: Dark mottled partridge, grouse or hen hackle

Tying Instructions

1. First pinch your barb, and then lay a thread base down.

2. Tie is 10-15 Red Fox Squirrel back guard hairs for the tail.

3. Tie in your ribbing material and advance the thread 2/3 up the hook shank.

4. Mix tan Antron with Red Fox Squirrel belly hair and dub the Abdomen; tapering the body thicker toward the
thorax.
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5. Counter-wind the rib up the Abdomen and tie off.

6. Mix dark brown Antron with Red Fox Squirrel back hair and dub the thorax.
7.Tie in and wind the hackle. Build the head to size (1/4 inch in length), whip finish the head.
8.Tie off the hackle and build a small neat head.

9.Whip-finish and cement the head.

Dave Whitlock, the pattern originator, has came up with Dave Whitlock Plus SLF
dubbing #1 & #2 to make tying this fly a little easier.

Variations
The fly is often tied with a bead head appropriate for the hook size used. It can also
be tied with rubber legs at the head.
