July 2010 Casting into the wind! What can you do to make it easier? One 1 realize it is always a
challenge. This decreases the casters frustration. A poor cast on a calm day can be a great cast on a
windy one. Having said that here are some things that can help. Probably number one is learning to
throw tight loops and learning to double haul. Things that will help regardless of casting skills are: 1)
shorten your leader, 2) cast sidearm so the line stays close to the water. This is mostly so the wind
does not blow the fly off target at the end of the cast. 3) Choose a spot to fish that is protected from
the wind (even though it might not be a prime location). These are a few ideas T send me more and

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Fly of the Month

The Renegade

This fly pattern is so effective that | decided to repeat and feature it this
Y2y iKQa ySgaftSiaSNw®

It was invented in 1928 and as good today as it was then. Materials have
improved but the basic pattern has not changed.

Origin

Taylor "Beartracks™ Williams originated this fly in 1928 while he was working in Wyoming. His first version of
the fly used all-white hackle. After moving to Sun Valley, Idaho, in 1936, he started tying it as we now know it.
His revised pattern soon caught on and in no time the Glen L. Evans Company in Boise, Idaho, and Wright and
McGill in Denver, Colorado, were tying the fly and promoting it throughout the Rocky Mountain area.

Materials
Hook: TMC 100, or equivalent, sizes 10-18
Thread: White - 8/0

Tipor Tag: Flat gold tinsel
Rear Hackle: Brown tied on as a collar

Body: Peacock herl
Front Hackle: White tied on as a collar
Ribbing: Fine gold wire

Tying Instructions

e Mount the hook and lay a base of thread to the bend.

e Tie on the gold tinsel tag at the bend of the hook.

e Prepare and mount a brown hackle at the bend of the hook - this will be the rear hackle.

e Make three to five wraps of the brown hackle as a collar at the bend of the hook. Tie off the
hackle and cut

e Tie on a six inch piece of gold wire. The wire should be tied to the base of the rear hackle.

e Move the thread to a point about 1/3 the length of the shaft back from the eye.

e Tie on a clump of peacock herl (the number strands depends upon the size of the fly)

e Wrap over the peacock herl until the thread reaches the base of the rear hackle.

e Wrap the thread back to the point on the shank that is about 1/3 the length of the shank

from the eye.

e Gather the gold wire and peacock herl and twist them together making a peacock herl and
wire rope.

e Wrap this rope forward over the shank to the thread (1/3 the length of the shank back from
the eye). Tie off the peacock herl and wire and clip.

e Prepare a white hackle and tie it onto the shank. The hackle stem should be tied against
the peacock herl.

e Wrap the thread to a point on the shank where the fly head will start.
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e Wrap the white hackle as a collar to the hanging thread. Tie off the hackle and clip.
e Whip finish and cement the head.

Fishing Techniques

The Renegade can be fished similar to the Crackleback. It can be fished completely dry using some
type of floatant. It can be fished as an emerger just under the surface of the water. Or, it can be fished
dry and then pulled under and stripped at the end of the float. Pick your own poison.

Variations

There are several variation of the Renegade that are similar but not the true Renegade fly. The Royal
Renegade is tied with red floss in the middle of the body. The Reversed Renegade is tied with the
white hackle at the rear and the brown hackle in front. The Double Renegade is tied with a middle
white hackle collar. The variations are many and varied.

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Brown On Hopper

The other day my wife, Lori,
and | decided to fish
grasshoppers at Rim Shoals.
The hopper fishing had been
absolutely spectacular this year
probably the best | have seen
since | began fly fishing three
decades ago. Lori and | had
fished a lot of clients during the
hopper action this year but we
had not gotten much of a
chance to fish them our selves.
We arrived at Rim about noon
and there was about one and a
half generators running. This is
the absolute perfect level for
hopper fishing. We launched
my Shawnee and headed up
stream to Jenkins Creek. |
bought a new boat this year
and it is surprisingly wide and
comfortable, the perfect boat for
this type of fishing.

We nosed into the shoals and
turned off the motor. As we
began drifting down stream we
quickly picked up our rods and
began casting. | was into a fish
immediately. It was a nice
fourteen inch rainbow that
came to the boat fairly quickly.
Lori &s turn
tagged a solid sixteen inch
rainbow and struggled with it a
bit before it finally came to the
boat.

By this time we were drifting by
some weed beds where | had a
client take a twenty two inch
brown the previous week on a
zebra midge. | cast my fly so
that it would drift along the edge
of the bed figuring somebody
would notice. Sure enough, |
got a strong strike. | set the
hook and felt the weight of a
good fish. Suddenly the leader
shapped and flew back in my
face as if it were spring loaded.

The leader was now about four
feet long and my fly was among
the missing. | was heartbroken.
| had fished that hopper all
summer and although it was
severely beaten up it was still
catching trout. The legs were
gone and the foam was
chewed. | should have changed
the leader when | began fishing
but | was in a hurry to get
started.

| looked out and saw the fly
floating near the weed bed. |
guess the trout had spit it. |
started the motor and went to
retrieve it. It took three tries but
Lori finally netted it and brought
it to the boat. | set up the drift to
allow Lori to continue fishing
while |  concentrated on
repairing the leader, tying on a
fresh 4X tippet and reattaching
the fly. Of course, while | was
doing this Lori landed a couple
of trout.

By the time | had made my
repairs we had drifted almost to
the ramp. | stood and made my
first cast. | had noticed a clump
of aquatic weed near the bank.
It was considerably further than
I usU&IY East butSitNidbked so
fishy that | banged the line out a
good sixty feet directly at it. The
fly landed right beside the
clump with a splash and drifted
about six inches before | saw a
big swirl. | instinctively set the
hook and immediately felt the

weight of a heavy fish.
It began an intense struggle
with a short run. | quickly

realized that | had 4X tippet, a
size six hook and a five weight
rod. This was substantially
heavier tackle than | ordinarily
fish with. | reasoned that | could
put a lot of pressure on this

trout. | had the rod bent nearly
double and took line whenever |
had the opportunity. It was like
reeling in an anvil. The trout
was dogging the bottom and
was refusing to come to the
surface. It took a slow turn and
headed to the other side of the
boat. Lori reeled in her line,
stowed her rod and grabbed the
big Brodin boat net.

The trout finally broke the
surface. It was a big beautiful
female brown. It had perfectly
shaped fins, bright red spots
and a huge hopper firmly
hooked in the corner of its
mouth. | struggled to work it
toward the boat. Lori patiently
waited for the perfect moment
and then scooped it. All of the
timeshe spent netting big fish
on Dry Run Creek the past few
years really paid off. Lori kept
the net in the water and |
worked the boat over to the
shore. | got out and carefully
removed the fly while Lori took
a few pictures. | took the tape
measure that | always carry and
carefully measured the trout. It
was a righteous twenty five
inches long. | then spent a few
minutes reviving the brown and
the lovingly released it. It was
the biggest trout that | had ever
caught on a dry fly. I looked at
my watch. We had been on the
water for fifteen minutes!

| should have gone home. All |
could think about for the rest of
the day was the big brown. Oh
sure, Lori and | caught several
more trout that afternoon but

nothing like that.

I have noticed, however, that many stories include tales of playing a fish for long periods of time, netting or
gaffing a fish, or even using barbed hooks. For those of us that practice Catch and Release, we realize the
problems associated with such practices, so it is good to review Catch and Release tips and be able to share
with those not as familiar with the practice so they can have greater success releasing fish with minimal to no
impact.

Basics for fish release:

1) Use barbless artificial flies

2) Land fish quickly

3) Minimize time out of the water

4) Handle fish gently, if at all

5) Back the hook out with a hemostat

6) Support fish facing the current until it swims away

7) Photos of fish are best with the fish held in the water
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Use strong lineftippet to bring fish in quickly, using barbless single hooks allow for a quicker release and
minimizes injury to the fish

Land your fish quickly, before it is played out. A
will kill a fish even if attempts are made to revive it. Many times a fish will swim away, but is so weakened it
falls to a predator or dies from the overexertion.

Minimize any handling time ~ ideally you do not even have to remove the fish from the water or handle the fish.
If handling is necessary, wet your hands. Never squeeze a fish, but turn the fish upside down to minimize
struggling while removing the fly. Measure and photograph the fish while it is still in the water ~ many photo
contests and magazines now require the fish be photographed in the water.

If the fish is hooked so deeply that it cannot be removed with hemostats, cut the line near the hook. Never yank
a swallowed fly from the fish.

Again, keep your fish in the water at all times, point the fish into slow current and hold gently until it is strong
enough to swim away.

The practice of Catch and Release is a fundamental tenant of Ozark Fly Fishers. If you have questions or are
unsure of how to manage your release, ask an experienced angler. You will find they are most helpful in
assisting you to develop strong Catch and Release skills. As anglers concerned with the quality of the
resource, we understand the value of releasing fish as a management tool for the development and
maintenance for high-quality fisheries ~ not to mention the opportunity to catch that big, bad boy another time!
